For the sake of our nominatioms,

take that definition to refer to and includee or more

of these criteria . These are the criteria whicl v

struct the screening of the nominations and thashct

selections: A hero is:

1. One who offers their life to save another person

2. One who shows extraordinary courage in a given
situation, or in an ongoing situation.

3. One who is completely unselfish in their actions
working with and/or for others.

4. One whose life / actions are an inspirationotvers
to follow.

5. One whose actions make the life (or its circum-
stances) of another easier or more comfortable.
